Here are some more examples. Someone uploaded a
V|deo, explaining how to power an MP3 player. The video
persuaded people to plug their MP3 player into an onion.
After only one week, it had three million views, and the
story was reported on the TV. Of course, it’s not possible to
power anything using onions, but people believed it and
tried it out!

Many people thought that this story was hilarious, but
some stories aren’t. A news report on one popular website
invited people to power their smartphones in a very
unusual way. It said that you could put it in a microwave
for just for a few minutes, and it would be ready to use.

Finally, the Los Angeles police told people that it was not
safe to put phones in microwaves. They said that it could
destroy the smartphone, or even start a fire.

So, be careful when you see things on the Internet. Stop
and ask yourself: ‘is this true?’
